	Summary of the transformation (changes that were made in teaching)
	German Grammar is a subject that is not loved by learners because it is seen as difficult due to grammar rules or its vast compound vocabulary. Some of the students though enjoy learning grammar rules as they don’t like to communicate freely.
The Past Tense was structured and divided into sprints, for a clearer flow and understanding. The students should already know Perfekt and Imperfekt at this stage, the new part is Plusquamperfekt.
The warm-up activities are meant to find out how the students are feeling before starting the lesson. The smiley faces are meant to easily identify one’s state.
The transformation comes using many of the exercises and methods described in the project’s website https://accedproject.org/ like LEGO® Serious Play® for evaluation, the metaphorical way of using it while speaking in German about a topic (like Bran Castle). Liberating structures used in every Sprint, when presenting the given task to the peers and the exercise: 1-2-4 all helped the group at understanding it. Agile teamwork used while discussing the assigned roles based on their strengths, creating
the definition of done, working agreement and product backlog. In between the deep work sessions and ending with the presentation to the teacher. After the presentation followed a team retrospective, using the sticky notes on Miro or Microsoft Forms.
