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As planned in the project description, the posts for the city of Ljubljana were prepared by the National Gallery of Slovenia. The Gallery prepared 149 posts that can be divided into three broad categories: food, personal, cultural heritage.
Food
Mentioned are some of the restaurants and food places in Ljubljana that have withstood the test of time: pizzerias, taverns, a tea house and market places. Mentioned are also two Slovenian traditional pastries: kremna rezina (originally from Bled) and gibanica (from north-eastern Slovenia).
Personal
A number of posts relate to a life in Ljubljana: buildings one frequented as a child, locations where the students gathered, places like old shops and even a maternity hospital. The posts were written as subjective stories, often in a slang and with onomatopoeic interjections.
Cultural heritage
A number of location in the city are of national/local heritage importance. Presented are Ljubljana’s baroque churches, museums and art galleries, fountains, bridges, monuments, UNESCO-protected works by Jože Plečnik and locations connected to Slovenian Impressionism and the most famous Slovenian painter - Ivana Kobilca.
Emotions
Happy - is the most common emotion (48 uses), most often used in personal and food categories.
Joyful - used in less than 10% of posts, mostly for hang-out places.
Romantic - used for only monuments to two people with an engaging life story.
Excited - used 21 times mainly for cultural heritage and some locales.
Proud - used in 10 cases, connected to locations in the old town with architecture or monuments
Inspired - used 23 times, for cultural heritage
Hopeful - included in only 4 posts about Slovenia’s history
Peaceful - 2 locations are marked as peaceful, no other uses
Surprised - included in 8 posts that reveal hidden gems of Ljubljana
Relaxed - only used once
Nostalgic - 6 posts, only about cultural heritage
Ashamed - used for one post about a mishandled architectural project
Uncomfortable - used in only one post about a childhood memory
Sad-unhappy, fear, anger, worried, boredom, disgust, guilty, disappointment - never used
